Initiative has operated successfully in Lansing 
area schools for five years, engaging over 3,000 

students, educators and family members in 
Restorative Justice (RJ) interventions.  We 

survey participants a month or more after they 
participate in an RJ session, to see if the 

process helped them resolve their conflict and 
taught them new skills.  Year after year, these 

surveys indicate that RJ is both a powerful 
peacemaking and teaching tool.  In 2008-09 

these surveys revealed that:  

¥ 95% of students say they used RJ 
to resolve their conflict; 

¥ 92% say they learned new skills;  
¥ 89% say they’ve used those skills 

to avert or resolve later conflicts 
with others; 

¥ 92% of parents say RJ helped 
their child resolve the dispute;  

¥ 89% of parents say they would 
recommend this process to 
others.

What is this training? 
This is a one-day training in the 
peaceful conflict resolution and 
community-building process called 
Restorative Circles. 
 

Benefits: 
¥          Improved student behavior 
¥          More accountability 
¥          Better instructional outcomes

Purpose of the training: 
This training is for those who would 
like to facilitate Restorative Circles for 
conflict resolution and community-
building. 

The objective of the workshop is to 
prepare participants to run Restorative 
Circles in their work or home 
environments. Law enforcement, 
school officials, and community 
members who want to conduct Circles 
should attend. 

The first half of the training is an 
orientation to restorative practices and  

the Circles process. The second half 
will provide hands-on experience with 
the Circles Process.  

Workshop participants receive our 
training packet with detailed 
instructions on various aspects of the 
Circles Process.  The one-day training 
includes: group exercises, instructional 
videos and hands-on skill practice with 
Circles facilitation.
